Dear Parents/Carers, 
 
Our Change Champions – the voice of our children – asked whether we could organise a visit 
from a professional athlete.  They felt that this would be inspiring and would support the 
work we constantly do on our school values about ‘Respect, Responsibility and Resilience.’  
They also asked if we could do a fundraiser to raise money for new playground equipment. 

 
Therefore, on Thursday 12th March, we will be hosting a ‘Sports for Champions’ fundraising 
day where our pupils from Year 2 to Year 6 get to meet a professional athlete, have an assembly and 
Q&A session with him discussing his career, setbacks and how he became a professional athlete, 
then take part in fitness circuits run by the athlete.  We have the privilege of being allocated James 
Dasaulo, who is the second fastest 100m sprinter in Britain. 
 
 

 
As part of this day, we ask that children, if 
possible, collect sponsorship for their fitness 
circuits.  The school will receive 60% of this 
fundraising and the other 40% is used to 
support future British athletes in their 
careers.
